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Software License Installation

Transitioning to the CAMPUS-WIDE license requires advance preparation by the license administrator as
well as all current MATLAB users. Our goal is to work closely with you to ensure a seamless transition
which results in continuous access to the tools used by your user community.

Software License Awareness

To ensure you are getting the most value from your investment in the CAMPUS-WIDE license, it will be
important to ensure that all faculty, researchers, staff and students are aware of which products they
can install and the steps they need to take to activate their license. For optimal efficiency, MATLAB and
Simulink users should be encouraged to activate the CAMPUS-WIDE license, rather than use an older
release that they may have installed previously.

MathWorks provides the resources outlined below to support license awareness. In addition, there may
be MATLAB champions on campus who can encourage the use of the license. This includes department
heads, professors, and power users who are in contact with colleagues and students who will benefit
from using these tools.

I. Resources and activities provided by MathWorks
MathWorks has assigned Subhajit Goswami as your Customer Success Specialist. Subhajit will provide

guidance and resources to help you get ready for launch of your new CAMPUS-WIDE license as well as
support ongoing awareness activities. In addition, a custom MATLAB Portal provides self-serve access
to software, training, and help resources.

Your unique portal provides these benefits:

= Reduces administration of your MATLAB web page — just include the portal link on your
software page.

= |nstant and easy access for end users. A valid university email address is required which keeps
access secure.

=  MathWorks maintains end user resources such as training and support.

Identity Management — Integration with Shibboleth

=  MathWorks leverages the attribute assertion using Shibboleth as part of the InCommon or
EduGain Federation.

= Shibboleth is open source software that allows a Service Provider (MathWorks) to leverage an
Identity Provider’s (University) identity management systems to verify each user’s status.

= Ensures only valid university users can use CAMPUS-WIDE license

Refresh posters to coincide with
new products added to the
CAMPUS-WIDE license and
training options available.
